A deposit of $100 for each session is required at the
time of registration. The balance is payable 30 days in
advance of the first day of camp (e.g., May 23 for Ses-
sion 1 starting June 23).

Refunds

No cash refunds will be made in the event of cancella-
tion for any reason.

plans 30 days prior to the start of your session or if the
cancellation is of an emergency nature. Transfer of
credits will be on a weekly basis only and not for daily
absences.

Meals

Campers are asked to bring their own lunch, drinks,
snacks and utensils. A refrigerator and microwave are
available on the grounds.

Clothing

Summer weather in the Northwest can be temperamen-
tal, so we suggest light layers. Long pants or riding
breeches and shoes or boots with a 1/2-inch heel are
required for riding. Riding helmets are required for all
horse-related activities. We have riding helmets for use
or you may purchase/bring your own.

Our Camps

Kids Camp (ages 5 & 6)

Campers are welcome
to attend successive sessions to continue to
build on their skills. Suitable for ages 7 and up
with little or no previous horse experience.

Intensive Riding Camp (ages 10 & up*)
The major focus for this camp is improving
riding skills. Each child receives one 1/2- hour
private lesson and one 1-hour group lesson
each day. In addition, horsemanship and
equine educational activities are provided.
Suitable for students 10 and up with some
previous riding experience.

*Current NHS students ages 7 to 9 may also

attend with instructor permission.
